 Come and be a part of the Little Patriots “Living History” Class! 

What is it?   This class will be lead by Jamie Peavy and is designed to make learning captivating! Edward Eggleston, author of A First Book in American History, said, “Make it interesting because a child remembers what captivates him. What better way to learn history than by using the stories of the living and breathing Americans who made it happen?” 

Who is it for?  Children ages 8-12 (or grades 3-6) are invited to take part in this special program.

When?   Beginning in September, the Little Patriots American History Class will meet once a week on Wednesdays from 9:00 – 2:00 at Tyrone Christian Church. The class will continue throughout the school year and can be used as a complete history, geography, and language arts curriculum for the year. It will conclude in May with a special “Presidential Banquet” for the students and their families.

How does it work?   The Little Patriots History Club will study the roots of our great nation by beginning with Christopher Columbus and the Pilgrims, and concluding with a study of the Presidential election of 2008. The structure for this class will be very much like a “one room schoolhouse.” The students will read biographies and historical novels like Little House on the Prairie, or Boy in the Alamo, create a timeline, develop map skills, study spelling and vocabulary, and complete writing assignments that apply the lessons of the past to our lives of the present. The lessons of godly character that can be learned from the lives of our forefathers are extremely valuable. Perseverance, courage, honesty, kindness and humility are all virtues that can be leaned from studying the lives of men and women life William Bradford, George Washington, Clara Barton, Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson, and Nan Harper. With exciting and true stories like these, children can learn the tedious rules of grammar and sentence structure without even realizing it!

Cost?  The cost of the Little Patriots History Club will be $120 a month, plus a $150 curriculum fee, which will be due upon registration. (Should you choose to purchase your own curriculum, this fee will be reduced.) The club will also be hosting five special events during the year and should you choose to participate in these, there will be a $200 special event fee in order to cover the extra expenses. The registration deadline is August 1, 2009 and space is limited! There will be an informational meeting on Friday, July 24 at 6:30pm. The meeting will be held at Tyrone Christian Church.
